ACC Inspection Process Document
Revision 13

This document highlights many of the items enumerated in the Construction Information Manual. It does not relieve the Property Owner or Contractor of thoroughly reading and understanding the requirements outlined in the manual.
1. Site Inspections 

1.1. Stake the locations of the Surveyor's corner pins and flag for inspection.

1.2. Easements crossing the property, usually the sanitary sewer easements shall also be flagged prior to approval of application.
1.3. Foundation corners may be located by Owner and/or Contractor on large sites.  Tight fitting corners shall be located by a Surveyor.  Corners shall be flagged for inspection 
2. Periodic Inspections - These shall be made at the discretion of the ACC to ensure compliance of all requirements controlled by the deed restrictions and documents contained in the Construction Information Manual.
3. Final Inspection - The ACC shall make a final inspection of the exterior conditions of the project at the completion to ensure compliance with the application and the deed restrictions covering the construction of the project.

4. Red Tag

        4.1
If for any reason a project is deemed at any time not to comply with ACC      construction  regulations, a ”red tag” will be placed at the site, an attempt to contact the contractor verbally will be made and a notice in writing shall be given to the contractor stating non-compliance. 
4.2      This tag shall require cessation of construction until the item(s) listed on the tag are      

             complied with and the ACC has approved the continuation of construction.  
4.3       A $100 fine will be levied and must be paid before work can be resumed.

5 Other inspections that may be required by other entities, such as Cape Royale Utility District               (CRUD), Trinity River Authority (TRA) or any other authorities are the responsibility of the Owner.

6 Failure to comply with the above inspections may result in legal action.
By signing below, applicant authorizes the ACC or its agent(s) to enter upon and inspect the property and exterior of the structure thereon during regular business hours for the purpose of ascertaining whether said property and exterior of the structure thereon are in compliance with the Restrictions, as well as the approved plans and specifications.  Neither the ACC nor its agent(s) shall be deemed to have committed a trespass by reason of such entry or inspection.

The Owner agrees and understands that approval of plans and specifications by the ACC shall not be relied upon by any person or entity as to the sufficiency, suitability, fitness, workmanship or quality of the design or construction of the improvements. The ACC’s only objective is to determine compliance of the applicable restrictions.

Neither the ACC, the Cape Royale Property Owner’s Association, nor any of their respective members, officers and/or directors shall be liable because of the approval and/or non-approval of any improvement.
