TITLE:

Non-licensed Motorized Vehicle Registration/Use.
2.0.
PURPOSE: 


The purpose of this policy is to help first responders and/or authorities to quickly identify/contact the appropriate adult/decision-maker when a non-licensed vehicle is involved in a safety or property damage incident.  Non-licensed motorized vehicles include all terrain vehicles (ATVs), golf carts, three and four wheelers and similar vehicles used for leisure commuting and/or light hauling in Cape Royale.

PERSONS AFFECTED: 

This Policy is applicable to Cape Royale PROPERTY OWNERS, RESIDENTS, and GUESTS. 

4.0.
RATIONALE:


There have been incidents of injury and/or property damage in which first responders and/or authorities have had difficulties in the timely identification of a responsible adult or decision-maker in order to render aid or manage the incident.
5.0.
POLICIES and PROCEDURES:

All non-licensed motorized vehicles will be registered using the same process as is used for licensed vehicles.

5.1.
Registration through Security

5.1.1
Non-licensed motorized vehicle registration forms (attached) will be completed yearly and signed by property owner and kept on file in the POA office and the Security Gate.

5.1.2 Identification stickers will be issued and affixed to the vehicle 


5.2.
Although the State does not allow non-licensed motorized vehicles to be used on public streets, they will be allowed on Cape Royale private streets assuming they are operated in a safe and responsible manner.

5.2.1 A vehicle should be operated only by those of sufficient age and proper training to operate it safely.

5.2.2 Drivers under the age of 14 must be accompanied by a licensed driver.

5.2.3 No vehicle is allowed on private property without the expressed consent of the owner.  To do so, constitutes trespassing and will be treated accordingly.

Non-licensed Motorized Vehicle Registration/Use Responsibility 

The individual in whose name a non-licensed motorized vehicle is registered shall be responsible for any liability or damage claims arising from the use or operation of the vehicle. The Cape Royale POA assumes no responsibility for the care or protection of any individual’s vehicle or its contents at any time while it is in the Subdivision of Cape Royale.

EVERY individual who maintains or operates a non-licensed motorized vehicle in the Subdivision of Cape Royale must register each vehicle with the Security Gate. The non-licensed motorized vehicle must be registered each year using the same process as licenses vehicles.  There are change order forms to be used to either add another vehicle or to delete one.  The registration fee is free. The Registration form is attached.

Guests of property owners, bringing in non-licensed motorized vehicles, will be issued a special pass after filling out the Non-Licensed Motorized Vehicle Registration form.  This special pass must remain with the vehicle while in the Cape Royale Subdivision.
