According to the Forestry Service this is only 
the beginning. Texas  will loose more than 10% of it s trees. That is certainly visible in 

the Cape. Everywhere you look in the woods..... dead trees. Some are in danger to 
hitting homes and should be removed.  
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The Cape POA office is advising Property Owners to contact their neighbors via certified letter and / or 

phone to inform them of any dead trees that may be in danger of falling on improvements. Property 

Owners may visit the San Jacinto County Appraisal District website to locate a neighborΐs name. 

 

Grounds Committee has removed 22 dead trees (mostly  pines) in 
the parks and POA greenbelts since f all and expect many more in 
the coming Spring. I want to thank CRUD as they have removed 

fallen trees from the streets. This has saved the POA a lot of 
expense.    

 
Sheco removed trees in danger of falling on lines at no cost to the 
Cape.  MANY  property owners have removed numerous dead trees 

from their property.  (Some 20 or more.)  We  have no count of total 
trees  lost in the Cape.                       (Look for  the tree cutter way up in the tree.)
