
 

 

            IT WILL BE GREAT NOT TO HAVE TO TAKE OUR CANS TO TOWN!  After many months 

of searching for a home for a an aluminum can recycling container,  Cape Residents who are 

also volunteers with Habitat for Humanity , have been allowed to place the container next to 

the Utility District Office .   Silverline Construction  had volunteered to build and donate the 

receptacle, but finding a site was difficult .  Most people saw the garba ge s ite as the obvious 

answer.  After all, there appears to be plenty of space there.   However, during holidays , large 

roll - off containers are placed on the site to handle  the overflow garbage.  The  trucks that 

come in to move the dumpsters around and make room for the roll - off need extra space to 

maneuver.   Several other problems were also identified with that site.  

 Other organizations also declined to allow the receptacle to be placed on their sites .  

Most of us support recy cling as long as someone else does it, somewhere else!    After careful 

consideration of many factors, the Utility District agreed to allow the receptacle to be placed 

nex t to its office .   This is NOT a project of the Utility District and no District emplo yee time 

can be used to service or maintain this receptacle.   Any problems with, or concerns about this 

project should be reported to Barbara Moore 853 - 8815 . 

 Several Cape residents have agreed to take responsibility for servicing and maintaining 

the receptacle.    These are our neighbors and it is up to all of us to help them.   We can  do 

this by  
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¶ Making sure our cans are in bags tied so that they donõt fall out. 

¶ Making sure all our cans are in the receptacle and NONE are on the ground around it.  

¶ Puttin g only aluminum cans into it ð no trash.  

¶ Watching and reporting anyone that steals cans.  When these cans go in the receptacle, 

they become the property of Habitat and anyone else taking them WILL BE STEALING!  

Habitat for Humanity is a nonprofit, ecumenica l Christian housing organization that builds 

simple, decent, affordable housing in partnership with people in need.   Habitat has 

already built several houses in San Jacinto County.    Homeowners are carefully screened 

and work side - by- side with volunteers  under expert supervision.  Habitat gives the 

beneficiary families no - profit, interest - free loans to enable them to become homeowners.   

 The proceeds from selling the donated cans help Habitat  cover their expenses.   To
